Prints: 
Tables will be provided for the display of member work.  Please have your work fit on one table. 
 
Digital Images: 
Members may show digital images individually or as part of a slide show. Either way, please follow these guidelines… 

 All images should be provided on a flash drive or CD.  Come a few minutes early if you can since it takes time to load 
 all these images. 

 The images should be in JPG format. 
 When you name your files, if possible, include your initials. 
 The maximum resolution for display is 1024 x 768 so it is best if you can size your images to fit within these           

 dimensions.  For Photoshop users, you can use the File > Automate > Fit Image… command. 
 If you are showing a slide show, the show should be saved as an executable file and run no more than 4 or 5 minutes. 
 Speakers will be set up for slide shows with music. 
 If you provide a slide show, please also provide all the images as individual images as described above.  This will 

 help in going back to view individual images later. 
 

Note that all images will be displayed using a Windows XP laptop computer.
