Upgrading Adobe Photoshop

Moving from CS2 to CS3

Adobe has once again upgraded their Creative Suite family of products, including Adobe Photoshop. The
new version is CS3, so all the products within the suite are now CS3 versions. In the case of Photoshop
CS3, the equivalent version number is now Version 10.

Upgrading is a pretty straight forward process since you can have multiple version of Photoshop

installed on your computer; you can simply install the new version without any previous maintenance.

The one caveat to this is that if you participated in the Photoshop CS3 Beta Release program you MUST

Before You Get Started

Before you open the box and load the program you need to be aware of some significant system
requirements. First, aside from any space needed to operate the program, you need to have 1 GB of
available hard-disk space just for the installation process. For Mac users, you need 2 GB of hard-disk
space.

Although official system requirements indicate that only 512 MB of RAM is needed, | can assure you that
the program will run much better on systems with 1 GB or more of memory.

Adobe Photoshop CS3 does require activation prior to use so a internet connection is needed.

Customize Your New Installation

If you have taken advantage of the customizable features of Photoshop you may find that your new
installation is missing some of your favorite tool presets, actions and preferences. Before you uninstall
your previous version be sure to save your customized options.

Install Tool Presets

When you open up PhotoShop CS3 you may notice that
Adobe has updated the look of the workspace.

Updating Preferences

Because many preferences are unique to a specific version,
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install the new CS3 Version. Although there are many
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preference settings, pay special attention to the following;

e Color Space To ensure that you maintain the best color quality possible, be sure to reset your
preferred color space. You can do this in Edit > Color Management

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Known Issues
At the date of this writing there were several known issues when using Photoshop CS3. These include;

¢ You can not open RAW files by double clicking on the file from a VISTA OS folder. To open RAW
files you must launch Photoshop CS3 and open the RAW file from the file menu.

e Photoshop CS3 does not provide thumbnail icons of .psd files through operating system folder
windows. You will need to use the Bridge to view .psd thumbnail files.

¢ Ifyou installed the Beta version of Photoshop CS3 you must uninstall the beta version before
installing the release version. This must be done using the uninstaller. If you experience
problems with the removal or installation process, you may need to use the Adobe CS3Clean
Script.
